We have served in far-away places where tourists will never 
want to go. Our duties often separated us from our families, sometimes for 
years on end.  We know firsthand what true sacrifice means. 
 

I personally do not know any Veteran who expects anything extra from his 
fellow Americans. Often in airports I have noticed that when servicemen 
and women are thanked for their service, they often seem embarrassed or 
at a loss for words. But don't let their humility be a reason to stop thanking 
them. They are on their way to some distant land to do their nation's 
armed bidding.  A few will not come home. For that they are worthy of 
our respect and admiration.
