Our Real Health Problem
A good business executive would have approached ltbacare changes very differently than
President Obama has. The national uproar we're s@®y now is a direct result of the President’s
(arrogance and)* inexperience.

A business executive would have started by appoing a high level task force to study our health
care system in detail. Representatives from all thstakeholders would be appointed to the task
force, including medical professionals, health ingance and pharmaceutical executives, large and
small employers, and representatives from governmenincluding Medicare/Medicaid and
politicians. The task force would take a year or sto thoroughly study the current system. They
would identify what works well and what doesn’t, wlat the cost drivers are, and what has been
tried in other places. They would keep what worksvell and change what doesn’t. Then they would
develop recommendations and cost estimates and rew them with leaders of both political parties,
remaining open to changes required to satisfy polital considerations. When the recommendations
and costs were finalized, they would conduct a puisl communications program to get input and
gather public support. The communications progranmight be similar to the televised presidential
debates during an election year. Finally, the newystem would be tested somewhere before
implementing it nationwide.

Contrast this to President Obama’s approach. He id out a few broad parameters and left it to
politicians to develop a radically changed systenall in the span of a few months. His allies ignock
input from the other party. Then they tried to rush it to a vote before the public had a chance to
understand what they were proposing and why; and hwe it would be paid for. When concerned

citizens challenged their elected representativethey were called “un-American”, “mobs” and
“Nazis”. Is it any wonder the public is outraged?

LEGISLATING AND DICTATING SCIENTIFIC
TRUTHS.

Scientific research is about trying to find thethrin
nature. However, when it comes to the Hypothefsis o
Global Warming (GW), which has come to mean
globally increasing temperatures caused by man-
made CO2 emissions, one would conclude that the
scientific method does not apply. GW is assumed
correct. It seems it must be proved wrong, even
before it has been demonstrated as valid. We hear
model forecasts of climate 10 to 100 years into the
future which are accepted as correct, factual, and
even actionable, when these very same models are
not validated over as little as the last 10 yeaus;h
less over recorded history, or geologic time. As
scientists we know that model output is not data, n
can forecasts from models be regarded as factual.

We know from historical recorded data that earth
temperatures have been warmer and colder than they
are today. For example, wine grapes were grown by
the Romans in Britain where none are grown today,
and the Vikings settled Greenland and planted crops
there. We know about the Medieval Warm Period
and the Little Ice Age. So there is nothing anauall
about today’s temperatures, or the rate of warming
and cooling we now observe. As earth scientists we
can look far back in geologic time by studying reck
which have recorded past earth events, including
climatic conditions over many millions of years,
where man had no influence. We observe large
temperature and CO2 variations, where temperature
drives CO2. The solar physicists have an answer to
this variability, the sun. And, they have morertlaa
assumption, a theory, or a model. They have a
correlation with observed data that links the sun’s
activity to global temperature changes for the B¢t
years.

What is most disconcerting is that our governmants
all levels are prepared to act on the theory of GW.
They are prepared to enact legislation, and spend
$billions to change the way our economy works to
reduce CO2 emissions. All this applied to a
hypothetical problem not caused by man. They tell
us that there is a “scientific consensus” on GWoaclvhi
justifies their actions. However, there is no such
consensus. And, scientists know that science does

not advance by consensus.fact, more than 31,000
US scientists and engineers have signed a petition
which states there is no conclusive evidence
supporting the theory of GW, and there are many
thousands of international scientists who hold the
same opinion.

President Obama has filled his administration with
outspoken advocates of the theory of GW, and
momentum is building to act. It appears that they
prepared to announce scientific truth by executive
order, and to legislate it. The EPA has been given
authority to declare CO2 a “dangerous pollutant,”
and act accordingly. But, we know that CO2 is a
minor trace component of the atmosphere, just
0.0387%, not a pollutant at all, and absolutely
necessary for life on earth. CO2 is FOOD for @ant
Have these people forgotten photosynthesis, tanght
every high school biology class? All animals erhal
CO2, so how will the EPA deal with that issue?

Another example comes from Virginia Tech. The
summer 2008 edition of “VT Research Magazine,”
was dedicated to pollution and the environmente Th
magazine was composed of research articles from VT
scientists and engineers, many having a GW biak, an
some treating CO2 as a pollutant. Further, an
editorial quoting common erroneous statements, and
employing the scare tactics of melting ice, dying
polar bears, rising seas, tipping points, starvatio
disease, and death, was also published.
(http://www.research.vt.edu/resmag/2008summer/s08
editorial.html) No opposing opinion was published,
nor was a published rebuttal allowed. This ediori

is the voice of the Vice-President for Researcle. H
was in fact attempting to dictate a scientific fiosi

at VT on this controversial and unresolved scientif
postulate. This is not science. With this kind of
research leadership, will faculty be willing to sayd
publish what they think when their salaries and
appointments are at stake, and especially those who
are being considered for tenure?

Scientists, are we willing to accept that scieatifi
truths are legislated and dictated to us by the
president, his administration, Congress, state
governments, and university administrations? Are
we willing to let them tell us what scientific théss
are correct and which are not? Are we willing to
allow the scientific method to be tratep? We
need to speak up for science now.
